Specification text BASIC.4 
Requirements regarding product ergonomics and range concept
For technical and design reasons, the elements of the range to be offered must be available from a single manufacturer by way of standard delivery. The range should comprise the following:
· single desks, boardroom and conference tables 
· third level accessories, e.g. desk screens, organiser rails 
· other accessories such as CPU holders and cable management
In addition, in matching designs and finishes:
· Pedestal systems
· Storage systems
· Mobile storage units
Requirements regarding design, technology and construction
The desk range must form an integrated entity in terms of construction and design, form and colouring must be duly coordinated and the overall design must be clear, functional and aesthetically appealing.
Desk configurations and spatial organisation of individual workstations must be quick and easy to adapt and modify using a variety of add-on modules.
The desk frame is to be four-legged, with a choice of round or square tube legs.
Desk tops
The range is to include the following desk top sizes as a minimum: 
Rectangular desk tops:
· 2000 x 800 mm

· 1800 x 800 mm

800 x 900 mm
Freeform desk tops:
· 2000 x 1000/800 mm (width x depth right / depth left)
· 1800 x 1000/800 mm (width x depth right / depth left)
· 1600 x 1000/800 mm (width x depth right / depth left)
· 2000 x 1000/1000 mm (width x depth right </ depth left) – Cockpit shape
· 1800 x 1000/1000 mm (width x depth right </ depth left) – Cockpit shape
· 1600 x 1000/1000 mm (width x depth right </ depth left) – Cockpit shape
as well as various oval, kidney-shaped and corner desks.
Link modules must be available as 90° tops in triangular, pentagonal and trapezoidal shape and as asymmetric variants with 45° angles and have cable trays.
The following desk extensions should be available as standard:
· Desk extension for double workstation with support feet, 

350/600 mm x 1600/1800/2000 mm 
· Extension to visitor side of desk with support feet, 

350/600 mm x 1600/1800 mm
· 3/4-circle desk extension, diameter 1400 mm
· 135° desk extension with support feet
· Matchstick extension Ø 1200 mm
· Ironing board-shaped desk extension with support feet
In order to expand the depth of the desk range from 800 to 1000 mm, desk extensions in the following sizes
· 2000 x 200 mm
· 1800 x 200 mm
· 1600 x 200 mm
· 1200 x 200 mm
· 800 x 800 mm
should be available.
All rectangular desks must be available as fixed-height meeting tables. In addition, trapezoidal tables and a 1600 x 800 mm semi-circular extension table must be included in the programme.
Desk extensions and returns for fitting to the left or right of basic rectangular desks must be available as standard in the sizes 800 / 1000 / 1200 x 600 mm. 
Furthermore, pull-up tables for fitting to the user side must be available in the following sizes:
· 2000 x 600 mm
· 1800 x 600 mm
· 1600 x 600 mm
Requirements regarding materials and surfaces
Desktops to be made from 25-mm-thick high-density chipboard (E1 quality), faced on both sides with melamine or genuine wood veneer. Furthermore 13 mm chipboard faced with HPL on both sides must be available. This must comply with standards DIN 68765 and DIN 68861 in quality and finish, and therefore be resistant to the usual chemicals, fats, acids and alcohol found in the office. The materials must not pose any threat to human health. The TÜV certification of toxicity is of paramount importance.
All edges must be protected by ABS / veneer edge banding of at least 3 mm thickness. All edges should have a radius of 3 mm. Desktops must be detachable by means of simple clips, without the need for tools.
Frame
The following desk heights (incl. top) must be available:
Height-adjustable desks 
680 - 760 mm (round legs), 680 - 820 mm (square legs)

Infinitely variable height adjustment 

650 - 850 mm

Spring-assisted, infinitely variable telescopic height adjustment
In addition, the range must include fixed-height desks with levelling adjustment. 
Requirements regarding the frame
The leg frames must be produced as four-legged frames.
The leg frame consists of two main beams (steel tube 40 x 40 mm) and two side frames.
The side frame must be made of steel either round cross-section Ø 55 mm or square cross-section 50 x 50 mm and be bolted to the main desk frame via a stepped connector. (It must be possible to replace side frame sections at a later date.) 
In addition, a mitre-welded side frame in 50 x 50 mm square tube must be available
All frames to be powder-coated.
Requirements for cable management
All desks must be equipped with a sliding desktop as standard. Steel cable trays must be available as an optional extra, to be bolted to the main beam. The cross-sectional dimensions must be 150 mm x 60 mm.
For vertical cable management, an umbilical must be available that can be attached to the cable tray. In addition, an easy-to-install cable duct must be available as an optional extra, to be attached to the frame with magnets.
The horizontal cable tray must have a sufficiently sized opening to allow the umbilical to be attached. This must be placed so that, if a mobile pedestal is used, the umbilical and cables can still run vertically, on one side of the pedestal.
The tray can be fitted with a power block with 3 sockets, 1 male and one female connector for mains lead and connection lead. It must be possible to connect the sockets directly without the need for an extension cable.
Desktop electrics must be available; they are either fitted via the desk adapter or clamp to the rear edge of the desk
On the visitor side of the desktop, it must be possible to set up to 3 cable ports (depending on desk size) into the desktop as an option, to allow tables to be arranged in block formation and still enable cables to be fed neatly through the cable ports to supply any electronic equipment.
Height-adjustability
Precise height-adjustability of desks must be possible via a scale.
· Height-adjustability
The standard infinitely variable height-adjustment 680 - 760 or 680 - 820 mm is made by rotation of the glide.
Spring-assisted, infinitely variable telescopic height adjustment from 650 to 850 mm using an Allen key at the base of the leg.
Requirements for accessories
3rd level add-ons
Third-level accessories are to be attached via metal adapters, which should ideally be set into a recess at the rear of the desktop (user side).
The following 3rd level accessories should be available:
( Screen with a fabric-covered steel frame, acoustically effective, with an optional inset tool rail (height 450 mm), fly-by screen, fabric-covered or fabric-covered in an acoustic version, with an optional inset tool rail for fitting behind the desk (height adjustable through 140 mm)
( Screen in the form of a railing, with an integral organiser rail to hold storage accessories, flat screen arms; railing with fabric panel
           ( Desk-top screen and fly-by screen with fabric cover

  ( Dimpled screen, felt

  ( Desk-top screen and fly-by screen as acoustic fabric-covered screen, with sound absorption (absorber class A) on one side.   
Accessories
Accessories fitted to the sides of desks should locate in pre-drilled connection points: they are to be retrofittable and easy to reconfigure.
The following accessories must be available:
· CPU bracket, which can be mounted on the inside or outside, left or right of the frame.
· Printer shelf, which can be mounted on the outside left or the inside right of the frame.
· Bolt-on counters, straight or curved in MFC.
Modesty panel
Modesty panels made from perforated steel, 315 mm in height, must be available for all desk models.
Safety requirements
The health and safety requirements for office workstations specified by the German government safety organisation must be fulfilled. Appropriate test certificates must be included with the tender documents.
A GS certificate (“Geschützte Sicherheit”/assured safety) is required.
Requirements regarding continuity of supply
The supplier must guarantee that the furniture range will be available for a minimum of five years to ensure continuity in design and appearance, Subject to technical improvements.
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
